 Eating out was once a lot easier for the Lewis family.

Even at home, it is best 
to have one of those tables with the optional leaf, because 
you can never be sure who might show up at supper time.

Imagine                           
having to seat all those people!  And yet, our Lord                                         
invites all – regardless of the boundaries we would                                
impose – ALL – weak and powerful – ALL – saint and 
sinner and He makes room for us ALL at His table. 

When I think about this, I wonder if our table isn’t                 
just a little small.  I wonder what would happen if we 
reached out to those who were different and invited all                    
to join us at the Lord’s Table.
