In 
Worship or in Bible Study, whenever the subject turned 
to prayer, Mary Alice would always say (ALWAYS): “My 
mother taught me that you should never ask God for 
anything until you’ve thanked Him for what you have.” 

Although Mary Alice and I didn’t agree on much, I’m 
grateful today for her faithfulness and her witness of 
gratitude.  Without a doubt, the world would be a                                 
different place if we lived by her creed.  First, there may 
just be a little less greed and consumption if we delayed 
our desires long enough to be thankful for what we have.  
And a second result of gratitude, I believe, would be 
genuine generosity and compassion, flowing much more 
freely among us and from us toward our neighbors. 

How sad it is that Thanksgiving, a truly Christian 
holiday, is often passed over by the capitalistic and                  
secularized culture in which we live!  But the sadder 
thing still is: Christians and non-Christians alike pass 
over the abundant blessing and provision of God                               
without expressing a word of thanks.
