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JESUS, LOVER OF MY SOUL 
 

  When we reflect upon the nature of God, there are 
many images which come to our mind.  Scripture tells 
us that God is a Transcendent Creator, a Sovereign 
King, a Righteous Judge, a Loving Father, a Powerful 
Redeemer, and a Good Shepherd, to name just a few.  
However, perhaps my favorite description of God is: 
God or Jesus as Lover.  This is one of John’s favorite 
images.  It is John who tells us: “For God so loved the 
world” and “In this is love, not that we loved Him, but 
that He loved us.”  Surely, we are loved. 
 Charles Wesley picked up on this vision of Jesus as 
lover in one of his hymns; he wrote: “Jesus, Lover of 
my soul, let me to thy bosom fly, while the nearer                     
waters roll, while the tempest still is high.  Hide me, O 
my Savior, hid, till the storm of life is past; safe into the 
haven guide; O receive my soul at last.” 
 There are basically two ways we can respond to 
such love: we can accept it and appropriate it to our 
lives or we can reject it.  Now, it’s hard to image that 
anyone would reject God’s love.  And yet, scripture, 
reason, tradition and experience tell us of many who 
have done just that. 
 This Sunday, we will reflect together on five of the 
most haunting words in the New Testament: “But you 
were not willing.”  Invite a friend to come and bask in 
God’s love.
